The “HandleWithCare” Model: 
If a law enforcement officer encounters
a child during a call, child’s information
is forwarded to the school before the
school bell rings the next day. The
school may implement individual, class
and whole school traumasensitive
curricula so that traumatized children
are “Handled With Care.” If a child
needs more intervention, on-site
trauma-focused mental healthcare is
available at the school.

Today’s educators are in a unique position to reach youth who may be
vulnerable to exploitation and human trafficking. They see youth every
day in their schools, learn about their lives, and can be safe spaces for
students who need help. Youth survivors of trafficking and exploitation
have specialized needs and experiences, and the adults who work with
them need to be trauma-informed and tuned-in to recognize when
something is wrong in a students’ life and how to talk with them about it.
This webinar will highlight best practices and resources for K-12
educators on just that: how to talk with youth about human trafficking
and exploitation. We will have brief presentations featuring specifically
designed resources including graphic novels for youth from the Office
for Victims of Crime, and a guide for youth practitioners from the Blue
Campaign.
