Incident

C2R'’s success story this month involves a juvenile
who was struggling with suicidal thoughts and
ideation. The tip also indicated significant challenges
within the home environment. According to the report,
the juvenile was regularly going hungry because there
was not enough food available at home.

Response

This tip was submitted under the event type Suicide
Threats — Concern for Someone E/se, which is
classified as a life-safety tip. Because of this
designation, Courage2Report immediately notified the
school administration and local law enforcement so
they could intervene.

Courage2Report Success Story — CIT Intervention

Resolution

Courage2Report coordinated with local law enforcement, and
they were able to ensure a Crisis Intervention Team (CIT)
responded to the scene. CIT members receive specialized
training to manage situations involving individuals
experiencing a mental health crisis. Their training increases
the likelihood of safely de-escalating the situation, particularly
when a person in crisis may become more distressed by the
presence of a uniformed officer.

Because the incident involved challenges within the home
environment, the Missouri Behavioral Health Council was also
engaged to help connect the family with appropriate
resources. This approach provides a more comprehensive
resolution by addressing the underlying factors contributing to
the conflict and helping reduce the likelihood of similar
incidents occurring in the future.

Positive Culture Increases Reporting

Preventing school violence is a responsibility we all share, and that includes
empowering our students to be active partners in keeping their school community safe.

Having a,po.si.tive culture helps to increase Maintaining relationships with students and putting in
students’ willingness to report concerns. effort to maintain positive school climates show lower
rates of school violence and threats due to an

The increase in tips from this culture increase in incidents that are reported.

increases the likelihood of early reporting,
which allows for early intervention. This helps

to mitigate and monitor escalation. Introducing an integrated peer-to-peer school
violence prevention team helps the students to

feel connected to the solution.

When staff members respond consistently, it
builds trust in the process. Trust is an
essential component of long-term
preservation of a positive culture.

With this trust, students feel protected from
retaliation, which increases their willingness to
use anonymous reporting tools.

What is it?

The True Crime Community (TCC) is an online fandom

group that is interested in high-profile mass killers.
Witnessing references to the TCC can indicate an
individual is potentially on a pathway to violence.

Who are they?

This group comprises individuals who show a
fascination with previous mass casualty events and
their perpetrators. They make online content
depicting their favorite perpetrators to honor them.

Where are they?

This group operates mainly in an online presence.
They are active in online video games like Roblox as
well as online forums. Many operating in private
servers and forums to interact with each other.

Why are they a part of it?

Many individuals in this group are looking for
connections with peers and finding an identity. This
community helps to fill this role for them. They may
also relate due to a narrative of these perpetrators
previously being outcasts.
